In this songbook you
will find songs about everyday things such as going to schod and children@
games. There are dso songs about traditiond practices such as hunting and
Dreaming stories. There are songs that tak about sgnificant eventsin the life
of the Community and the Schod such as Red Gum Rodeo and Ti Tree
Sports and there are even a couple of songs by the teachers!

In addtion to bang away of tdling Sories, writing and snging their own
songs has become an important pat of the studentsCEnglish Literacy
devdopment. The Music Outback teachers and the Utopa Schod teachers
have worked together to give the studats afun and suppartive way to use
Endlishto tel their own stories.
